Description:  We will explore the Pocket at Crockford-Pigeon Mountain WMA, a glorious example of a Cumberland Plateau mesic forest featuring some of the spring’s most beautiful and interesting wildflowers, such as Virginia bluebells, Celandine Poppy, Harbinger-of-Spring, and several trillium species.  After the Pocket walk, we will drive to the top of the mountain for an easy hike through Rock Town, a gallery of natural works of art in the medium of lichen, moss, and textured stone and massive boulders sculpted by wind, rain, freeze and thaw over geologic time. 
Location & Directions:  Directions: Take I-75 north to exit 320; Lafayette/Hwy 136 .  Take Hwy. 136 to Hwy 27.  Cross over Hwy. 27 onto Hwy 193.  At Main Street the Hwy. turns left and then right in a few blocks.  Follow Hwy. 193 west from Lafayette for approx. 7 miles to Davis Crossroads.  Turn left on Hog Jowl Rd.  Travel on Hog Jowl approx. 2.5 miles and watch for blue Bird Rd.  Just past Blue Bird at the top of a small rise turn left onto Pocket Rd.  This road is narrow and soon becomes gravel.  The road ends (1.2 mi.) at the parking area for the Pocket Boardwalk.

Walking Difficulty: This hike is easy to moderate.
